e File requirements:
o Format: JPEG
o Resolution: 300dpi
o Dimensions: A minimum of 2000 pixels in width or height
e |f your photograph contains people who can be identified, you will need to submit a
photography and video consent form (available on Council’s website) for each person in the
photo. If the person is under the age of 18, a parent or guardian is required to sign the
photography and video consent form on their behalf.
